Steamfitters-Pipefitters are responsible for laying out, assembling, fabricating, maintaining, and repairing various piping
systems which carry water, steam, chemicals, or fuel used in heating, cooling, lubricating, and other processes. Steamfitter-
Pipefitters often work both indoors and outdoors, in commercial buildings, the Oil & Gas sector, or in industrial plants.

» Studying blueprints & drawings » Working with metal, plastic & fibreglass pieces
» Making detailed sketches » Fabricating & installing products

» Joining various pieces of piping » Using testing equipment to check for leaks
